3. Get postcards. Visit the ROP website to get ready-to-go postcards with information about measures 66 & 67 and with a New Year theme here.  You can print them as is, or call the office if you want a modifiable document.  Most of the fun will be in decorating and personalizing each card with addresses and special New Year’s greetings.

4. Prepare your lists. A successful postcarding party will send at least 200 postcards – you’re doing it, might as well contact a good number! Do you have a membership list?  Do you want ROP to pull a list of likely progressive voters?  We can help you to narrow in your mailing by demographic and geography.  (Think about your budget, too.  Stamps will cost you $28 for each 100 postcards.  Will you get each participant to kick in stamps for 20 postcards?  50?)

5. Set a simple agenda. Be sure to make sure each person knows about your group, about ROP, and about the ballot measures – but besides that keep the agenda relaxed and fun.  Have a great time!
